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They were thrown on top of one another and then the basket was covered with a lid and was carried off, marked
for death. In all the big cities, the prisons are filled with teen-aged children, sometimes with their parents and
sometimes without them.

For the entire past year there has been an official order given to destroy all the children in two counties.
Torn away from their mothers, these children ranging from a few months to the age of 12 have been forced into
overcrowded, freezing railroad boxcars which meander from place to place for entire weeks. The children are
deprived of water, food or warmth and so most are sick and freezing. One’s hair stands on end when a person
thinks that when the cold weather dips lower than 20 degrees, there are locked boxcars standing at some
railroad station, each one’s door guarded by a German soldier just in case someone would dare bring a bowl of
hot soup to these “enemies of the German nation!”

We must record and remember this so that for the hundredth time we can swear in our soul that we will
demand a bloody reckoning for every little frozen head of a Polish child, for every tear frozen on their tiny
cheeks — a retribution that must continue for years! We will not forget!

The sufferings and the pain of all Polish women are immense, yet they endure bravely and they still
believe in victory. I read you another excerpt from a secret letter written in December 0f 1942:

“Three evening vigils have already passed and it will now be the fourth evening vigil of Christmas and
the vacant places at our table await those for whom our hearts weep yet they are separated from us by time and
distance. Their places at table have been left empty. So many places are now empty. We lost our father in
Auschwitz, our brother was put to death by hanging, our sister is in a labor camp in Germany. . .or somewhere
in a prison. There are so many empty places at so many Christmas vigil tables. Time has rolled over us and with
its cogged wheels it has crushed many sacrifices! Now it will be our fourth Christmas Eve in slavery. We will
sit down to eat — sad, but not broken, serious but not despairing. Our personal pain, our individual loss will give
way to our conviction that a new life arises from pain that new birth always comes with pain. That the burden of
so many personal miseries has called forth the force of justice which has already caught the German beast by
the neck and is crushing it to the ground! This German Satin took a road from which there is no return. This
road has only one outlet — to defeat, to death. We know this. Our communications from the front and the pace of
incidents becoming faster and faster. This awareness allows us to dry our tears and seize an even rhythm for our
hearts. When we will sing, “God is being born. . .” this thythm will answer us the live truth: “Poland is being
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January 16, 1944
I greet you my dear fellow country-men with the words: “Praised be Jesus Christ!”

Shortly after the birth of Christ, the sentence of death was already declared against the Heavenly Child.
Desiring to rule and to have glory, Herod was on the look out for the life of the Child. Innocence held no
meaning for this proud and conceited ruler! Besides, he had already spilled so much human blood that he
himself became hard as stone. His only concern was to keep his throne, to continue to rule and to safeguard that
throne for himself. He was very well acquainted with the prophecies and he had heard of the miraculous birth in
Bethlehem. He intended to show the world at that time that he, Herod, was the Lord and not some kind of
Christ.

Therefore, when the three Magi did not return to him to report on their visit to Bethlehem, he issued the
inhumane order — to murder all the male children up to the age of two years — in all the town of Bethlehem. He
was positive that the Divine Child would thus perish among all the other children.

We know that the very same night that Herod gave the order to kill all the male children in Bethlehem,
an Angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph ordering him, “Rise, take the Child and His Mother and flee to Egypt.
Stay there until we call you!”

In the early morning, the soldiers began their murder of innocent children. Amid the shouts of these
brutal soldiers and the despair and weeping of these mothers, the blood of these small and innocent children
flowed! They murdered every last child. The scene took place nineteen centuries ago. It would seem that
something like this could never happen again. Who would ever dare to do anything similar to this?

The Middle Ages passed. The world was making great progress in civilization. People cherished their
children. Every nation surrounded its children with special care, that is, until the present time, times of super
civilization. These times gave the world the German nation! It is a modern nation of modern barbarians who
having thrown off all Christian principles, are now prowling about the earth trampling upon the most sacred
human feelings. This nation claims for itself the right to rule the world. It does not even shudder before
committing any type of cruelty as long as it gets what it wants. Human blood does not scare them away from
committing acts that are horribly inhumane, but on the other hand, it seems to be an incentive to commit new
acts of murder. People’s age or physical condition is totally ignored. They are especially attacking old people,
women and children with unbelievable bestiality and this is no longer a secret. The scenes once seen in
Bethlehem and its surroundings are now being repeated — soldiers, the cries of children, the complaints of
mothers!

MODERN HERODS

The magazine for women entitled “Zywia”, in an article “Save the Children” describes how, as soon as a
transport with children arrived from Lubelszczy, the people there hurried to help them. These children were
brought to the district of Garwolinski and were immediately taken in by the families in that area regardless of
the situation of any of those families. “Save the Children!” This is a cry that is born in the deepest corners of
Polish hearts and it traveled like an electric spark along the tracks traveled by these trains that carried these
unfortunate little ones.
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This appeal somehow reached Warsaw on January 6, 7, and 8 when the railway station was filled with
children. Somehow the people living in that area learned of this fact and within minutes, the station was filled
with crowds of people determined to rescue the children. In the offices, very many families signed up offering
to take a child. All day and all night of January 7, the people bombarded the authorities at R.G.O. demanding to
know when the children would be released to them. There were incidents where individuals managed to steal a
child without being caught, but those incidents were rare. That night, the children were transported further.
Nevertheless, the people used the automobiles of private institutions and managed to carry away several dozens
of children when the train stopped at one of Warsaw’s suburban stations. These children had to be placed
immediately in hospitals for they were all very sick. There were a couple of month old children in this transport
as well as many who were thirteen years old.

Meanwhile, the German authorities declared that they had never transported any children through
Warsaw — that the news that they did was totally false. This was announced over loud speakers on every street,
over and over, that there were not children on any of their transports. They were doing this for they feared the
people would riot. Extremely strict punishments were promised to those who would deny these government
statements and would try to stir up trouble. The government officials broadcast these denials for two full days.
But, the people of Warsaw knew better. There were children in that transport and they had managed to rescue
some of them. But they wondered “Where are the rest of them? What is happening to them in this freezing
weather? On what hidden railway did they store up all the wagons carrying children? We notify all our Polish
people who live near railways and railroad stations to be on the look-out for these railroad cars with children. If
any of you find the hiding place of these cars, act as quickly as possible and as efficiently as possible to rescue
those children from those wagons. If it is possible , buy them out. If that doesn’t work — steal them! Then
immediately take care of these children. Divide them up among the families. Work peacefully and wisely, but
save the children! Save the children!”

“Szaniec” dated January 16, carried an article entitled “Villainy and Hearts” and the article ended with
these statements: “Out of the villainous work of the Germans, the great heart of the people of Warsaw suddenly
emerged. One would have to see the faces of these women, their eyes filled with tears of pain, pity and anger
and to hear their firm declarations, ‘I can take three children; we can accommodate five; I'll take four of them! .
.. There was even one woman who telephoned someone and asked them to reserve sixty children for her. . .’
We know now that not only 80 but even if there would have been 80,000 of these unfortunate little prisoners
that were caught in the Nazi web, the people of Warsaw, who were and are always faithful would have taken
them to their hearts.”

The civilized world does not realize that this terrible Nazi terror that holds sway over Polish lands
persecutes children also. Here is an example: “London received reliable information that the regulations of
(Oswiecim) Auschwitz, the most horrible Nazi concentration camp in Poland, declared that “only mature grown
individuals can be kept there, that means individuals beginning from the age of twelve”. Children under the age
of twelve who were brought to this camp through mass arrests, as often entire families were taken from their
home, or were seized in raids out on the street in order to seize workers, were killed on the spot! The most
horrible crimes perpetrated against Jewish children during the time of the liquidation of the Jewish ghetto in
Warsaw will forever be a source of shame for the German nation!

The displacement of people is also a terrible tragedy. The conditions of these displacements were always
the same: Fifteen minutes time to pack all their belongings and a very long trip in over-crowded railroad cars
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without any food or water. Such trips brought about the greatest suffering especially in children. Therefore, the
Nazis would tell these Polish mothers to leave their “little ones” behind for they will freeze to death, regardless.
During the displacement of the Polish villagers from the villages of Grabow, Topole, Piatek, and Rogozno in
twenty degree freezing weather — by the time these exiles reached the railroad station, dozens of children froze
to death! A Nazi officer stood with his revolver and ordered the corpses to be thrown by the wayside, not even
allowing the grieving mother to bury her child!

What was further happening with these unfortunate sacrifices of the German displacement of people? A
brochure entitled “Golgotha” was secretly printed in the country and it stated all those who were dying, whether
old or young, along with pregnant women, old people and children were placed into common temporary
barracks. Several thousands of Polish families passed through the hell that these barracks really were, leaving
behind, like a sinister tribute, the corpses of their children who were dying in great numbers from an epidemic
of meningitis or brain fever. In the course of 24 hours, all the little dead bodies were piled up in a room called a
bathroom even though it had no running water. A barrel containing water stood in the corner and was refilled
every second day. This was the only source of water used to quench the thirst of several thousands of people. In
these barracks infants were bathed in a black liquid called “coffee”. It was the only warm liquid available

thanks to the sacrifice of so many companions in misery who sacrificed their breakfast for the sake of the
children.

The separation of children from their parents was a great tragedy. It was carried out with a terrible
callousness! Children raging in age of a few months to the age of twelve were torn away from their mothers.
The older children were sent to work camps in Germany. The younger children were herded into over-crowded,
unheated railroad box cars that wandered for months until finally, when the children were sick, they delivered
them to the care of a few district authorities. The state of these children’s health did not predict a long life. A
“German Commission” became interested in a group of children from the area of Zamosc. They undertook a
study of them from a racial point of view. These children then disappeared and no one knew where to or how.
All surmise that they were taken to the heart of Germany with the intention of making them Germans.

In places where pure terror and persecution do not bring them results, the Germans use propaganda with
the intention of demoralizing the younger generation of Poles. Everything in Poland is extremely expensive —
except for liquor which costs pennies. There was also a great proliferation of pornographic materials and a great
variety of movies with special programs. The entire Polish community immediately recognized the dangers of
these German efforts and they opposed them with great tenacity and strength. A secret women’s leaflet entitled
“Zywia” stresses this in one of their leaflets: “In spite of everything that is happening we must raise up in
Poland new, righteous and strong people; it is in fire that iron is hardened into steel. Profit from today’s slavery
in order that people come out of it a hundred times tougher, uncompromising in doing good and despising evil
to the very end. This is the primary duty for today’s mother of a family!”

It is very difficult to name here all the different methods which the Germans use in their battle against
the Polish child. As a result of four years of German’s wasteful exploitation of Polish lands, the state of health
in Poland was catastrophic. The state of health especially of the children was very bad as a result of chronic
hunger, a lack of warm clothing, a lack of coal or firewood which forced Polish families to burn their household
furniture and even their wooden floors especially during the bitterly cold winters. These fatal conditions among
the Polish citizens were the direct cause of the spread of epidemics of typhus, typhoid fever, dysentery and
infantile paralysis. Tuberculosis was also spreading at a very rapid pace. The conditions under which these
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children live diminishes and weakens the resistance of their childish constitutions to contagious diseases. This is
a direct threat to the ordinary physical underdevelopment of the younger generation. At this time we are not yet
able to determine what the psychiatric condition is of these Polish children living under this occupation, but we
can foresee that it will be very bad. These children are growing up in an atmosphere of endless worry about
one’s own life and the lives of loved ones — for this is a time of unbridled lawlessness and crime. Their daily
companion is their worry about getting their daily bread — for this is a time of general hunger and misery. At
home, in school and on the street they constantly hear about arrests, raids and round-ups, public executions and
the total destruction by fire of Polish villages and towns from the east to the west. It is therefore a certain fact
that after this war, both the physical as well as the mental condition of our Polish children will need the utmost
care and solicitude before these horrible evils will be at least partially corrected. This occupier has long ago
renounced the use of any noble methods in dealing with the conquered. His mortal enemy is anything and
everything that is Polish. A man, a woman, a child, an old person or a very sick person — each one, regardless, is
considered a mortal enemy and a threat to the existence of the German race. Since from the very beginning of
their occupation of Poland they very scrupulously put into practice their national slogan: “To totally destroy
everything that is Polish” — and there are no other options! Death by hanging, by being shot, by being put into
concentration camps, by the gas chambers; death as a result of beatings or inhuman treatment or torture in the
prisons, of forced evacuation from their homes, of homeless wandering over the country, of hiding in forests, of
hunger and of sickness. Death as a result of working for the Germans in Poland, of being forcibly put to work in
Germany itself, of the brutal separation of parents from their children. This was and is the veritable hell which
our Polish mothers endure day after day.

Information from the Mid-Atlantic Commission paints us a picture of how these culturally arch-aryans
tortured young Polish girls: “These unfortunate offerings to German brutality were not spared any ill-treatment
or any shame. Hundreds and thousands of young Polish girls were sent into the far interior of Germany,
allegedly to work in German factories and on German farms. However, the fact of the matter was that these
young girls were sent to the German army’s houses of prostitution, for the pleasure of the German soldiers who
were resting from the difficulties of their war campaigns. For some time, the Germans tried to cover up the facts
of this matter. Presently however, when thousands of these girls are returning to Poland, the truth of the matter
can no longer be hidden. They are returning in a condition difficult to describe. Most of them have infectious
diseases, very many of them are pregnant and all of them are broken in spirit and in body also due to their
terrible, traumatic experiences at the hands of the lawless soldiers of the Third Reich. These terrible crimes
perpetrated on these Polish girls is just one element of the German system that was determined to ruin,
obliterate and exterminate all the Poles and everything that was Polish.

The Polish woman was always the high-priestess of the home hearth. Even in the most difficult times
she was always able to uplift the spirits of her nearest and dearest and maintain their faith in a better future. It is
to her we must give thanks that in spite of the past years of captivity and slavery, the Polish Nation did not
break and remained what it is today — a nation prepared to die rather than enter into slavery. Therefore, in their
diabolical plan to exterminate the Polish Nation, the Germans’ logical way was to direct every type of
perversity and brutality that their degenerate souls could imagine against the Polish women. Depriving a nation
of all the mothers of today and tomorrow was for them a step taken toward the extermination of the Polish
nation, for it is the mothers who educate and rear the young generation.
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These German crimes cry to heaven for vengeance! It is a good thing that all these crimes are recorded
so that when the hour of retribution arrives, the German nation will be held accountable based not on blind
vengeance and hatred, but on facts and the raw administration of justice. Then this must be a safeguard against
the repetition of these kinds of crimes in the future. The cup of bitterness of this depressed nation is quickly
filling up and the hour is coming when Poland’s sufferings must receive full compensation! Justice demands
this! Both, God’s justice and that of man!

“To strengthen those who are weakening in battle!” This is the motto and assignment of every Polish
woman. “We fortify our homes with the immediate strength of perseverance and a will power that is as strong
as we can make it. As for us mothers, we stand firm! We are always on the alert. We will not give in —we
defend our children. The last incidents that took place in Lublin show that these German thugs are determined
to liquidate all the Polish people just as they are exterminating the Jews. The mothers in Lublin all stood up to
them and declared — “No!” In spite of being threatened with death, they clung to their children and would not let
the soldiers tear them away! When these military [police come to do that to us, our response must be one
deafening shout — “No!” And is this shout doesn’t stop them then beat them with whatever you have on hand —
scratch his eyes out with your fingers and grab him by the throat and crush his gullet! Don’t let them pull you
away from your husbands, fathers or children! If they are to die — die with them! And if they begin taking away
the children, then you know what that means. They will immediately separate them into two groups — the young
and healthy ones will be set aside for labor while the old, the sick and the little children will be taken to
concentration camps and certain death.

To die bravely in the torture chambers of these camps, it is better to do so together but, before that
happens, do all that you can to strangle and crush at least one German reptile — to put at least one of them to
death!

The International Committee of Information confirms the fact that the lot of Polish women is especially
difficult. They confirm this by pointing out the special concentration camp in Ravensbrueck where
approximately 3000 women are incarcerated. The treatment of these unfortunate women is so barbaric that
being sent there means that one is condemned to a slow but certain death. The prisoners are always forced to be
bare-footed. Severe punishments are meted out to women who are seen trying to put something to cover their
bloody feet while they are forced to stay several hours in the open prison yard even during freezing weather.
Their punishment consists of 25 blows with a steel rod. If the prisoner faints during this beating, she is revived,
and when she is fully conscious, the beating continues! The Germans often insisted that certain Polish women
were a threat to the Third Reich, therefore they were either hanged or shot.

An anonymous author writes in an underground leaflet — “Today, in our country, we cannot say that we
are living in the Age of the Child. In truth, we know that that good universal law that guarantees safety in times
of war to women, mothers and children, exists somewhere in this world. We know that our Polish orphaned
children are being cared for by Indian maharajas. We also know that there are great plans being made in the
world as to how to help our children after the war. But now? Today? Here?

During the time of the persecution of the Jews in Lublin, the Germans invaded the orphanages and
taking the children they threw them out of the windows of the highest floor in the building against the
flagstones in the street. In Krakow, they drove trucks up to the door of the house. The truck was filled with large
empty baskets into which these Gestapo pitched infants and little children whom they seized from their cradles.
