This year, January 8 was the 130th anniversary of the birth of Fr Maksymilian 
Maria Kolbe - founder of the Knights of the Immaculate, the monthly “Rycerz 
Niepokalanej”, Radio Niepokalanów and the friary in Niepokalanów, and at the 
same time a space and military enthusiast, media expert, missionary and martyr.

But we all know there is no vaca-
tion from the Lord God nor from deepening our faith… so there is no vacation from the ministry 
of Franciscans.
